- Flood Risk ID on Marys Creek in Parker County is complete. The flood resilience meeting was held
April 6th. NCTCOG staff continue to work with Parker County as the study data becomes available.

« FY19 Projects

« Harriet Creek (Denton County, 7 miles) and Waxahachie Creek (Ellis County, Midlothian,
Waxahachie; 19 miles) flood risk identification projects kicked off in April 2020 and are ongoing, with
survey and hydrologic and hydraulic analyses underway. Waxahachie Creek is 51% complete and
Harriet Creek is 40% complete.

« FY20 Projects

« The Catherine Branch (Denton County) flood risk identification kicked off in March 2021; survey and
hydrologic and hydraulic analyses are underway. The Communications and Outreach grant for
outreach to the northern/western area of the region for integration of transportation and stormwater is
underway.
