The Campaign Launch Workshop will be held on Monday, May 20, 2019 at NCTCOG 
offices during which the deliverables developed by the Recycling Partnership will be 
presented to the advisory group for approval. The educational campaign will then be 
launched on May 20.  

 
7. Recycling Technical Assistance Project. NCTCOG will update the RCC on the status of 

the Recycling Technical Assistance Project. 
 
The Recycling Technical Assistance Project has assisted six local governments. An 
upcoming workshop will be held on May 21. For more information and to register, go here.  
 

8. SHARE Electronic Recycling and Household Hazardous Waste Disposal Project. 
NCTCOG will update the RCC on the status of the SHARE projects. 
 
This project will actually be a cooperative contract and is no longer considered a SHARE 
project due to administrative fees associated with SHARE. This change does not impact 
how the project will function. NCTCOG plans to release the RFP during the first week of 
June.  
 

9. Reappointments. NCTCOG will discuss the new process for committee reappointment. 
The completed roster will be brought to the RCC for approval at the next meeting. 
 
NCTCOG is now using an electronic form for asking members if they wish to be 
reappointed once their term expires. The Chair asked members whose terms are not 
expiring to participate on a Nominating Subcommittee, which will convene via conference 
call in June so that a new roster can be presented to RCC at the next meeting in August. 
New terms begin on October 1, 2019.

a. Volkswagen Funds Update – NCTCOG Transportation Department, Air Quality Team 

Nancy Luong, Air Quality Team of the NCTCOG Transportation Department,

There is support for continued 
forward movement of this group.  
 
NCTCOG also noted that seven more illegal dumping workshops are being 
scheduled.
