	When you feed the birds, they can overpopulate the areas where they are fed. When overcrowding occurs at parks, more bird droppings in the area can be one of the results. This in turn, increases the amount of bird droppings in the area. These droppings put you at risk for E. coli, Histoplasmosis and Bird Flu.

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	When you feed birds, they become dependent on you for food. This causes them to behave aggressively toward humans.

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	Bread has no nutritional value to birds and makes them sick.  Don’t feed the birds – it kills them!

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	Feeding birds human food can cause them to suffer from malnutrition.

	When young birds become malnourished, as a result from eating bread, they can develop a deformity called “angel wing,” a condition which causes the bones in the wing bow out. This deformity makes flight impossible for these birds.

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	When you feed birds, it reduces or eliminates their motivation to migrate. This can cause them to freeze to death in the winter.

(Labeled as “07_No Migration” in library)
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	Uneaten bread rots and poisons the water. This kills fish, promotes the growth of algal blooms and mold, and attracts vermin. Let wildlife be wild.

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	Don’t feed the wild birds – it’s bad for their health to eat human food.
