f. Identify any structures, facilities, utilities, roadways, etc that would be constructed.  Clearly identify on a map of the site.  

g. Provide demographic information for the site, including any environmental justice concerns.
2. Vegetation and Wildlife

a. Are there any threatened/endangered species in or near the project site?  If so, describe and explain how they will be impacted.

b. Describe impacts to any other unique or sensitive habitat.

3. Socioeconomic and Infrastructure Impacts
a. Would the project cause any local socio-economic changes in the area?  If so, describe.

b. Would the project require new transportation system access?  If so, describe.

4. Cultural/Historic Resources

a. Are there any cultural/historic/archaeological resources in or near the project site (including locations on the National Register of Historic Places)?  If so, describe and explain how they will be impacted.
5. Atmospheric Conditions/Air Quality
