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Å The existing Regional Veloweb map was 

developed in 1997.

Å Recommended routes and trails included in the 

Regional Veloweb are considered high priority 

projects and are often used as part of the 

evaluation process when funding becomes 

available for various Regional Transportation 

Council (RTC) programs.

Å Acquire local cities and counties comprehensive 

plans, trail master plans, and/or ArcGIS shape 

files to identify existing, planned, and funded 

trails, and update the Regional Veloweb 

accordingly.

ÅConnections to transit and other desired 
destinations

ÅExtension into the proposed Metropolitan 
Planning Area (MPA) expanded boundary

ÅUtilization of levees, abandoned rail lines, and 
utility corridors for trail right-of-way

ÅCostly right-of-way attainment

ÅConnections between jurisdictions
