ÅCurrently, over half of employed Parker County residents commute east to Tarrant or Dallas Counties 

while about 41% work in Parker County

ÅBecause  population growth is occurring faster than employment growth, the trend of residents 

commuting out of the county for work is expected to continue

ÅNeed to provide access to other regional transportation systems including
