The North Central Texas Council of Governments
(NCTCOG) is a voluntary association of, by and for
local governments, and was established to assist local
governments in planning for common needs,
cooperating for mutual benefit, and coordinating for
sound regional development. NCTCOG's purpose is
to strengthen both the individual and collective
power of local governments and to help them
recognize regional opportunities, eliminate
unnecessary duplication, and make joint decisions.

Regional pot of TDCs available for 
use in the Policy Bundle Program

Frees up local cash to use for 
other priorities

TRANSPORTATION DEVELOPMENT CREDITS
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Frees up local funds that would have 
gone to match federal projects, so the 
local funds can be used for other local 
priorities.

• One application accepted per entity

• You must apply each round, even if you’ve been awarded in the past

• TDCs awarded must be used within two fiscal years of RTC approval of 
awards

• Eligible projects that can utilize TDCs are new federal projects which 
are eligible for federal roadway or air quality funds
