2016 Agency Clearance Rate Outliers for
North Central Texas Council of Governments

"Clearance Rate" is defined as clearances divided by offenses during the year 2016. This value may exceed 100% if
offenses from the previous year were cleared in addition to offenses from 2016.



Methodology - County Outliers
The 70 Texas counƟes with populaƟon greater than 50,000 were placed into the "large county"
category, while 135 Texas counƟes with populaƟon between 5,000 and 50,000 were placed into
the "small county" category. CounƟes with populaƟon less than 5,000 were excluded.

All counƟes were then ranked according to the rate of occurrence for a given crime/offense
within their respecƟve size category. The top and boƩom tenth percenƟles of these rankings are
reported on the preceding pages.

To give an example, a county has 4,000 violent crimes per 100,000 people, 500 property crimes
per 100,000 people, and 1,000 family violence offenses per 100,000 people. This gives it one of
the highest violent crime rates in the state, one of the lowest property crime rates in the state,
and an average family violence rate.

This county would therefore appear in the top secƟon of "high outliers" for violent crime, the
boƩom secƟon of "low outliers" for property crime, and not be listed at all for family violence.

A secƟon may be blank if a COG does not have any counƟes with outlier crime/offense rates.

Methodology - Agency Outliers
All law enforcement agencies with fewer than 50 UCR violent offenses reported in the year 2016
were excluded. Were this step not taken, the outlier page would be filled with small agencies
that had one single offense reported that either was or was not cleared (thereby making their
clearance rate for that crime category 0% or 100%).

All law enforcement agencies reporƟng 50 or more UCR violent offenses during 2016 were then
ranked according to the clearance rate for the given UCR crime category (with the excepƟon of
murder, which has been excluded due to lack of offenses for most agencies). The top and boƩom
tenth percenƟles of these rankings are reported on the preceding pages.

To give an example, an agency has a clearance rate of 100% for robbery, 1% for burglary, and
50% for assault. This gives it one of the highest robbery clearance rates in the state, one of the
lowest burglary clearance rates in the state, and an average assault clearance rate.

This county would therefore appear in the top secƟon of "low outliers" for burglary clearance,
the boƩom secƟon of "high outliers" for robbery clearance, and not be listed at all for assault
clearance.

A secƟon may be blank if a COG does not have any agencies with outlier clearance rates.
