IH 30/IH 635 Interchange

Proposed Interim Improvements
(to include w/ LBJ East — Phase 1)

1. Build NB-EB frontage road connection
between IH 635/Town East Boulevard and
IH 30/North Galloway Avenue

2. Reconstruct ultimate North Galloway
Avenue bridge over IH 30, including EB-
WB frontage road U-turn

3. Build NB IH 635 frontage road between
WB IH 30 frontage road and IH 635/North
Galloway Avenue interchange

4. Re-stripe IH 635 for 5 general purpose
lanes in each direction between Express
Lane entrance/exit and Town East
Boulevard (NOTE: distance between
bridge columns = 65 feet; lane/shoulder-
width design exceptions needed)

BACKGROUND

* Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) audits
projects with federal funding for the preliminary
engineering (PE) phase to ensure timely
Implementation.

* Once federal funding is obligated:

* If not advanced to another phase within 10 years, the
State and/or implementing agency will have to repay
FHWA for any PE expenditures to date.

* Time extensions may be requested for extenuating
circumstances.

 The PE audit is independent of the federal inactive
projects review effort.

« 10 projects in the region are subject to the audit in FY 2017.
* The projects are available in Electronic Iltem X.

CONSEQUENCES OF PE AUDIT

e If the next phase Is not initiated Iin time and an
extension is not granted:

* Obligated funds must be paid back to the federal
government.

e Agencies need to be prepared to remit funds to
TxDOT for any expended funds.

e PE funds lost in the region during the FY 2016
audit totaled $1,661,800




ACTIONS TO DATE

» Texas Department of Transportation (TXDOT) district
staff has reached out to the local entities to gather the
details necessary to justify a time extension.

* North Central Texas Council of Governments
(NCTCOG) staff is also working with implementing
agencies through the MPO Milestone Policy Effort.

« Approved by Regional Transportation Council (RTC) on April
14, 2016

« Agencies with projects selected for RTC funding 10 or more
years ago will be subject to cancellation.

* Intent is to avoid RTC-selected projects on these types of lists
(i.e., PE Audit or FHWA Inactive Projects)

« NCTOG will continue to track these projects through
the MPO Milestone Policy tracking effort.



IS YOUR PROJECT ON THE LIST?

e [f an agency’s project is on the PE Audit list:

» Agencies need to advance project to the next phase of
project delivery by September 30, 2017 (end of FY 2017)
or as soon as possible

* Show substantial progress to hopefully get an extension
from FHWA

» Coordinate actively with TXDOT and NCTCOG on project
progress.



WHAT ARE WE DOING TO HELP YOU?

* We are alerting agencies if they make it onto
the list to enable agencies to be proactive

« NCTCOG staff monitors project delivery and
status on a regular basis.

* Through Iinitiatives like the MPO Milestone
effort, NCTCOG hopes to identify projects that
may be subject to the PE Audit before they
make it on the FHWA list.
