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WHAT I5 A GREASE INTERCEPTOR?

AA grease trap is a plumbing device (a type of trap) designed to
Intercept most greases and solids before they enter a wastewater
disposal system.

AA grease trap works by slowing down the flow of warm/hot
greasy water and allowing it to cool . As the water cools, the grease
and oll in the water separate out and float to the top of the trap. The
cooler water - minus the grease - continues to flow down the pipe to
the sewer.
