Project Design

Design Features include:

A Wide gravel paved driveway for an accessible road

A Handicap parking and ADA path to launch point

A Stairs and handrails

A Turnaround and stone blocks for barriers (safety)

A Bollards (safety)

A Native Seed mix for erosion control

A EZ Dock system with multiple launch points and ADA features

Future improvements include:

A Pipe rail fence at entry with a lockable gate for Park Operations
A Split rail fence on edges with steep banks

A Kiosk signage with paddling trail map and park information

A Native Tree, Perennial and Aquatic Plant installation
