2. Regional Stormwater Management Coordinating Council (RSWMCC) Meeting
Summary. The September 28, 2018 meeting summary is available on the web for
viewing.

The summary was approved with no changes.

3. Special Presentation. Representatives from the Trinity Nature Conservancy will present
to the Council about their application to the National Park Service to designate the Trinity
River through the Metroplex as a National Recreation Trail.

Steve Smith gave an overview of the Trinity Nature Conservancy and OneRiver effort for
Trinity River National River Trail designation. As part of their application, 22 current
launches sites and 3 proposed launch sites in SE Dallas County are identified and
mapped, for a total of 121 miles of trail. The current Application Period began November 1,
2018. The application is currently under review, and the result should be announced later
this year.

4. Danielle Cochran, Environmental Compliance Assistance Specialist with the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) will present on the renewal of the
General Permit for Phase Il (Small) MS4s.

Danielle Cochran provided information on TCEQ’s compliance hotline, various educational
and supporting documentations available on their website, background on regulatory
submittal changes, and the General Permit for Phase Il MS4 renewal.
The new MS4 Phase Il Permit was officially issued on January 24", 2019, but the NOI
forms for renewal are not posted on the website yet, so please don't submit yet until the
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new paperwork is on TCEQ webpage. Applicants have 180 days from the issued date to
send in the NOI.
